ELECTION COMMITTEE REPORT

The minutes of the June 13, 2012 meeting were included in the July Board Package.  Motion by Longstreet, second by McCutchen to approve the minutes as presented. Motion passed 4-0, with Ken Lenz and Debbie Mills abstaining.

Amended Budget Summary 2010-2011 Entered into Record – The Amended Budget Summary FY 2010-2011, signed by the Jefferson County Clerk, dated June 28, 2012, was entered into the record.
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FINANCIAL REPORT

Financial Statement – Chief Riddle reviewed the Financial Report for June and entertained questions.  Motion by Longstreet, second by McCutchen to approve the Financial Report as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer and Trustee, Andy Longstreet, reviewed the credit card statements for the month of June 2012.  There was one (1) invoice from High Tech Rescue for the month of June.  Trustee Longstreet reviewed this invoice and found no conflict or policy violation.
EXPENDITURE REQUEST - There were no expenditure requests.
CHIEF’S REPORT

The Chief’s Report was included in the July Board package.  The Chief reviewed his report and entertained questions.  
DIVISION REPORTS

The Board reviewed the written reports from Training, Maintenance and Assistant Chief Stigers that were included in the July Board Package.  The Fire Prevention Report was distributed at the Board meeting.  Discussion took place. 
OLD BUSINESS

Saint Patrick Lease – The Chief received a signed Lease Agreement for the ball fields from the Archdiocese of Louisville renewing Saint Patrick’s lease for a one year period, with a 60 day cancellation of lease notice.  Motion by Lenz, second by McCutchen to accept the Lease Agreement as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.
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OLD BUSINESS (continued)
Update on Expenditures at the Training Facility – Chief Riddle distributed a worksheet FY  2011-2012 comparing what was budgeted for the Training Facility and what was actually spent.  It was explained to the Board that an additional $5852.25 was spent for improvements that were not budgeted; this was deferred by additional income not anticipated.  Motion by Lenz, second by McCutchen to retroactively approve the $5852.25 additional monies spent for improvements at the Training Facility.  Motion passed unanimously.
The Board expressed their thanks to Captain Maddux for his leadership and to all the membership that helped with the Training Facility improvements.
NEW BUSINESS

Permission Request for Proposal for SCBA’s – Motion by McCutchen, second by Wolfe to permit the committee to proceed with the Request for Proposal for the SCBA’s.  Motion passed 4-0, with Lenz and Longstreet abstaining. 

Trustee Lenz, being an employee of Honeywell, abstained from the forgoing vote because of the possibility of a conflict of interest due to his employment.  Honeywell could be a bidder on this equipment, albeit such a bid is unlikely in his opinion.
Fire District Certification – Motion by Longstreet, second by McCutchen to approve and enter into the record the MFPD Certification.  Motion passed unanimously.
Adoption of Real Estate Property Tax Rate Resolution FY 2012-2013 - Motion by Longstreet, second by McCutchen to adopt a .10 per $100.00 rate of assessed value.  Motion passed unanimously.  Certification of Real Estate Property Tax Rate Resolution was entered into the record.
Adoption Personal Property Tax Rate Resolution FY 2012-2013 – Motion by Lenz second by Longstreet to adopt a .10 per $100.00 rate of assessed value.  Motion passed unanimously.  Certification of Personal Property Tax Rate Resolution was entered into the record.
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NEW BUSINESS (continued)
The Information Sheet for 2012 Tax Rates for Real Estate & Tangible Personal Property was entered into the record.

The Information Sheet for Identify Taxable Districts for Real and Tangible Personal Property Tax was entered into the record.
