Election Committee Report & Close Nominations for Firefighter Trustee Vacancy – Motion by Longstreet, second by Lenz to formally close nominations for the Firefighter Trustee position to fill the vacancy of Sergeant McCutchen, whose term expires June 30, 2013. Motion passed 6-0 with McCutchen abstaining.  A letter of notification will be sent by Chief Riddle on Thursday, May 9, 2013, informing the membership that Sergeant McCutchen will be running for re-election. The election will be held Saturday, June 22nd, from 11:00 A.M to 2:00 P.M, at Station #1, 108 Urton Lane, Louisville, Kentucky 40223.
Health Care – Discussion took place.  The decision was made to remain with our present health care provider, Anthem Blue Cross and Blue Shield.  The Board thanked Major Rhodes for his diligence and hard work researching other insurance plans.
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NEW BUSINESS

PVA, Parcels that are in Middletown but coded to other districts – Chief Riddle will meet with the Chiefs of Eastwood, Jeffersontown and Worthington Fire Departments to correct the coding of the PVA parcels.
Safer Grant for Volunteer Healthcare – Discussion took place.  Motion by Lenz, second by Longstreet to decline the Safer Grant at this time.  Motion passed unanimously.
AFG Grant for Air Packs – The Chief informed the Board that MFPD received the AFG Grant for the air packs.  Motion by Lenz, second by Jason to amend the Air Pack Grant to include an air compressor for Station #2, air packs, bottles, accountability system and testing equipment, all of which will still be under the amount specified by the Grant.   Motion passed unanimously.
The Board commended Major Michel for writing and obtaining the Safer Grant and the AFG Grant for Air Packs.

Auditor Contract – Discussion took place.  No action was taken
Mobile Data Terminal Concerns – Motion by Lenz, second by Hargrove to approve the upgrade and purchase of additional MDT’s for a cost not to exceed $14,000.00.  Motion passed unanimously.
