Station #1 – Replace Water Heater for First Floor Restrooms & Kitchen - Motion by McCutchen, second by Goolsby to replace the Station #1 water heater for the first floor restrooms and kitchen for a cost not to exceed $7000.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

The expenditure to replace the Station #1 air conditioning unit for the first floor office area, approved by the Executive Committee for a cost of up to $7000.00 was entered into the record.  Motion by McCutchen, second by Yates to ratify the Executive Committee’s decision to replace the Station #1 air conditioning unit for the first floor office area. Motion passed unanimously.
