MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING – August 12, 2014
The minutes of the August 12, 2014 meeting were included in the September Board Package.  Motion by McCutchen, second by Hargrove to approve the minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously.
FINANCIAL REPORT

Financial Statement – Chief Riddle reviewed the Financial Report for August and entertained questions.  Motion by Hargrove, second by McCutchen to approve the Financial Report as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Apparatus Committee Report – Major Darryl Rhodes provided a PowerPoint presentation bringing the Board up to date on the Apparatus Committee’s recommendation to purchase a new 2014 Quint Apparatus for a cost of $824,375.00 from Pierce Manufacturing.  Motion by McCutchen, second by Goolsby to accept the recommendation of the Apparatus Committee and approve the purchase of the new 2014 Quint Apparatus from Pierce Manufacturing for the price of $824,375.00.  Motion passed unanimously
Motion by McCutchen, second by Goolsby to authorize the Chief to expend up to $10,000.00 for change orders and modifications.  Motion passed unanimously. 
Attorney Bryan Dillon commended Major Rhodes, as did the Board, for his professionalism and hard work in completing this difficult process.  Major Rhodes thanked the members of the Apparatus Committee for their diligence and hard work.
Board Appointment Update – The Chief informed the Board that as of the date of this Board meeting no one has been appointed by Mayor Fischer to fill the vacant trustee position.

Building Committee Report – There is no report at this time.
City of Middletown Lease Agreement – Motion by Yates, second by Goolsby to ratify the Executive Committee’s approval of the Lease agreement with the City of Middletown, leasing a portion of the Training Facility for the purpose of storing salt for use on roadways during freezing conditions.  The city will erect a structure on the premises for this purpose.  Motion passed unanimously.

Policy 306.03 Drug Free Work Place – Revision from the State – Motion by McCutchen, second by Mills to approve as amended Policy 306.03.  Motion passed unanimously.
