OLD BUSINESS
Health Care Phase I for those hired after 2005 –  The Chief proposed to the Board that the District begin paying the difference between the actual cost and the 2005 cost for family, spouse and children health care coverage, effective July 1, 2014, for those employees hired after 2005.  Motion by McCutchen, second by Goolsby.  Motion was then tabled by McCutchen and second by Yates until further research has been completed.  Motion passed unanimously.
Proposed Budget Draft FY 2014-2015 – The Chief presented the 2014-2015 Budget with slight changes from the previous meeting and entertained questions.  Discussion took place.  Motion by McCutchen, second by Hargrove to adopt the Budget Draft as corrected.  Motion passed unanimously.
Apparatus Report – Major Rhodes brought the Board up to date on the progress concerning the purchasing of a Quint.  He will present the Apparatus Committee’s recommendation to the Board at the May Board meeting. 

Surplus Air Packs – Chief Riddle informed the Board that the air packs have been donated to two (2) educational institutions; Fairdale High School in Louisville, Kentucky  and Charles Allen Prosser School of Technology in New Albany, Indiana.
Board Appointments Update – As of the date of the Board meeting we have not heard from the Mayor’s office concerning the appointment updates.
